Legislative... 

Mississippi 
 
The MS Legislature was sworn-in Tues-
day (1/3) at the New State Capitol Build-
ing in Jackson. Representative Philip 
Gunn of Clinton was elected the first 
Republican Speaker of the House since 
1875 by acclamation. Representative 
Greg Snowden of Meridian was subse-
quently elected by the House as Speak-
er Pro-Tem. Lt. Governor Tate Reeves 
was sworn-in Thursday (1/5) while Gov-
ernor Phil Bryant was inaugurated in the 
House Chamber 1/10. 
 
The MS Legislature is partially orga-
nized to transact legislative business. 
To date the Senate committees and 
Chairmen have been named by the Lt. 
Governor, while the House Speaker 
plans to name committees and Chair-
men by 1/20. Once each of these com-
mittees are named, bills can be intro-
duced and then committees can start 
meeting. 
 
We are meeting with lawmakers to dis-
cuss our legislative agenda which in-
cludes credit/payment bills and invento-
ry tax relief legislation.

Louisiana 
 
The LA Legislature met in Organization-
al Session Monday (1/9) where Repre-
sentative Joe Kleckley of Lake Charles 
was elected Speaker of the House. The 
State Senate elected John Alario as 
Senate President during this short 
meeting. Since then the House and 
Senate committees and Chairmen have 
been named. 
 
As we get more information on the nam-
ing of these committees, we will make 
you aware of how these groups can 
shape legislation which impacts our in-
dustry. 
 

The Legislature will reconvene at Noon 

on Monday (3/12) in Baton Rouge for 

Regular Session. This session will be a 

General Bill Session – so lawmakers 

may pre-filed an unlimited number of 

general bills this year.
